· To increase training efforts on HIV/AIDS prevention  to vulnerable older people , older people pear educators and HIV/AIDS Committees from 2 to 16 wards(14 from Songea district council and 2 from Municipal council) by 2009, 
· To Construction of PADI  centre ( Which will consist of  meeting hall, older people and disabled recreation  building , computer and carpentry workshop, hostel and entrepreneurship training  classrooms) by 2012 
· On 15th August 2009 PADI is going to have fund raising walk aiming at raising funds to start PADI recreation centre construction.
· Increasing number of older people and their families benefiting health services from 1000 beneficiaries to over 2000 beneficiaries.
